1.  LINE -UP TIMES: Starting @ 11:00 am to 12:30 pm, Sunday June 6  ,2010
2.  PARADE TIME: 1:00 pm Sharp
3.  PARADE NUMBER CARDS : Issued at line up. Attach parade number card to front left side 
of the lead of your parade unit and please do not deviate from your assigned numbered place in the 
parade.  You will get a number once you are lined up for the parade. 

IMPORTANT- A numbered unit entering the parade out of order creates too much confusion and delay at the 

announcer’s stand, so please stay in place. (except in a case of emergency)
4. ENTRY BLANKS: Complete and return as soon as possible. NO ENTRY FEE 

REQUIRED.
5.  SPACING: During the parade, allow approximately 5 to 10 feet between each unit. 

6.  PACE: Parade should move along at a leisurely pace (except in a case of emergency.)
7.  ROUTE: Start at Mississippi/Lauretta Street. Go south on Mississippi Street. Turn left on East 
Orphed  Street. Go North on Genessee St. (If you need to get back to starting line, please go down Genessee Street 
to Cyress Street to West Scott Drive to Lauretta Street.)  If walking can plan on meeting your group at North Genessee 
Street North of Orphed. Please stay to the right of the street!

9. HORSES- Meet at Feed & Seed  @ noon
10. ANTIQUE TRACTORS: Meet at St Andrews Church Parking lot for your number and parking 
directions.
